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1. Executive Summary

Public Law 106-348, approved October 24, 2000, authorized the establishment of a
memorial in the District of Columbia or its environs to honor veterans who became
disabled while serving in the Armed Forces of the United States. The Act authorized the
the Disabled Veterans’ LIFE Memorial Foundation (Foundation) to construct the
memorial to honor disabled veterans.

The legislation (see Appendix A) enjoyed broad bipartisan support in both the House of
Representatives and in the United States Senate.

The mission of the Foundation is to honor the millions of veterans of the Armed Forces
who became disabled for LIFE while defending our American freedom. It is to
commemorate their sacrifice, their dedication and ensures that disabled veterans are
always remembered.

The Foundation was created in association with the Lois Pope LIFE Foundation and the
Disabled American Veterans.

The Board of Directors of the Foundation selected six sites within the environs of
Washington, DC. The sites are located within the area that is defined as Area I in the
Commemorative Works Act of 1986 (Public Law 99-652), approved November 16, 1986.
(See Appendix B.) The Foundation has had the benefit of the Draft - Memorial and
Museums Master Plan (Master Plan) that was prepared by the National Capital Planning



Commission through funds that were provided by Congress. Each of the sites that were
studied is evaluated with the Master Plan.

The recommended site is Site Number 26 which is located at the intersection of
Washington Avenue, C Street, and 2" Street, SW, Washington, DC



2. INTRODUCTION

a. Historic Overview

Throughout our history Americans have erected monuments to their heroes, which poet
Walt Whitman described as “the statues of the manifold famous dead.”

This traditional approach of honoring heroism has failed to provide adequate recognition
for the sacrifice of America’s living, but unsung heroes...those, who in service to their
country and to the cause of freedom, bear the deepest wounds and scars of war long after
the guns fall silent. Disabled veterans are those who have been wounded and disabled for
LIFE and go largely unnoticed on patriotic holidays.

It is through the long standing support and dedication of Mrs. Lois Pope that the
American Veterans Disabled for Life Memorial will come to fruition. She is the founder
of Chairman of the Lois Pope LIFE Foundation and Leaders in Furthering Education
(LIFE). Both organizations are devoted to saving lives, improving the quality of life for
families in need, encouraging leadership in young Americans, and providing awards for
medical research, scholarships and summer camps.

In the spring of 1996, Lois Pope began the long process of honoring the disabled veterans,
who she describes as the ones who have “taken bullets for their country” and who have
not received the recognition they deserve for their service to the cause of freedom and the
sacrifices they endure every day of their lives.

Mrs. Pope’s first encounter with disabled veterans occurred while she was a singer and
actress on Broadway. “I had been asked to do a benefit at the Rusk Rehabilitation Center
in New York City. We were taken to the rooftop patio, where disabled veterans had
gathered to watch the show,” she recalls. “I had chosen a popular song from the musical
West Side Story. As I began to sing ‘Somewhere there’s a place for us...We’ll find a
place for us,” I could see the emotion and hope in their faces. AsI sang, I kept praying
that I wouldn’t cry.”

These are the men and women who served this country, took bullets for us and made
enormous sacrifices. They are truly America’s unsung heroes. So Mrs. Pope wants to
help make sure that these heroes are recognized for their life long sacrifices. She is the
founder and president of the Disabled Veterans’ LIFE Memorial Foundation.

The American Veterans Disabled for Life Memorial is necessary because America has a
solemn obligation to those who have served and sacrificed for our country and defended
the cause of freedom. The memorial will be symbolic of the soul and spirit of America. It
will revere the millions of men and women who continue to suffer the hardships and
sacrifices of war. It will inspire future generations of Americans to recognize the power
and virtue of sacrifice. It will inspire future generations to remember all those who have
defended our land in war and in peace so that we can all be free.



Buried deep within the memories of disabled veterans are the horrors and brutality of war.
Disabled veterans pay the price of freedom for a lifetime. Many will never know the
exhilaration of a morning run, because they have no legs to carry them. Others can never
hold their children or grandchildren, because they no longer have arms. Many will never
enjoy the beauty of a sunrise, sunset or a spring day, because they live in eternal darkness.

Yes. the price of freedom has a long and dramatic history. Today, there are 13 American
veterans still living who were disabled in the Mexican Border War. There are 779
disabled veterans who suffered from the gas attacks and barrages of World War 1. Nearly
798,000 who were disabled during World War II continue their service to America today
as part of what Tom Brokaw has called “America’s Greatest Generation.” Nearly
273,000 Americans disabled during the Korean War are preparing for the 50™ Anniversary
of that brutal war. Contributing to making our nation great are 815,000 disabled veterans
who served during the Vietnam era. Another several hundred veterans disabled during the
Persian Gulf War will be part of the American landscape far into the 21% century.

The American Veterans Disabled for Life Memorial honors the millions of veterans of
Armed Forces who became disabled for LIFE while defending our American Freedom. It
commemorates their sacrifice, their dedication and ensures that disabled veterans are
always remembered.

The American Veterans Disabled for Life Memorial will be funded by private
contributions. The not-for-profit Disabled Veterans’ LIFE Memorial Foundation is
organized in accord with IRS section 501 (c)(3) to conduct a national fund-raising
campaign, thus all contributions are tax deductible accordingly. Leading the campaign are
Foundation Chairman Lois Pope, Foundation President Arthur Wilson, Foundation
Executive Director Jesse Brown and Foundation Chief Operating Officer, Robert Hansen.



b. Legislative History

Legislation for the American Veterans Disabled for Life Memorial. Public Law 106-348,
was signed into law on October 24, 2000 by President William J. Clinton. The legislation
enjoyed broad bipartisan support in both the House of Representatives and the United
States Senate. Sponsors included Senators John McCain of Arizona and Max Cleland of
Georgia and in the House of Representatives Sam Johnson of Texas and Jack Murtha of

Pennsylvania.

Location:
No. 25 - Northeast corner of Louisiana Avenue and 1% Street, NW

Site Description Summary:

This prominent triangular shaped parcel of National Park Service ground has a limited
view of Capitol Hill. The parcel has a gentle slope that follows the ascending grade from
Constitution Avenue to Union Station — Capitol Hill. The surface of this open space area
of Louisiana Avenue is currently maintained entirely in turf and is shaded by the significant
canopies of the street trees and a large Elm near the center of the parcel.

The effect of the trees and their canopies, and those across Louisiana Avenue and Capitol
Hill is a screening of potential views to the Capitol. The site has a partial view to Union
Station and has direct site lines to the Teamsters Union Building and the Letter Carriers

Union Building.

Louisiana Avenue, 1* and C Streets, NW bound the parcel, which was formerly part of the
U.S. Capitol Grounds until it was transferred to the National Park Service in 1995.
The site was created during the development of Louisiana Avenue and the expansion of

the U.S. Capitol Grounds in 1930.

Development of this quiet parcel could be accomplished in two distinctly different ways.
The existing trees (and their vital root systems) can be preserved to maintain a site of
dense shade, by locating an artwork within the space. Or, secondly, the existing materials
could be reduced in number to create a plaza space similar, but smaller, to the recently
completed Memorial to Japanese-American Patriotism during World War II. In either
scenario, the parcel would be screened from Capitol Hill

Access to a WMATA station is available at either the Judiciary Square Station or Union
Station, each being approximately five blocks distant. Metered on-street parking, and
commercial, garage parking spaces are available in the city blocks located north and west
of the site. Restricted, permit-only parking spaces are in the vicinity of the site.
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Location:
No. 11 - Walt Whitman Park, along E Street between 19" and 20" Streets, NW

Site Description Summary:

This elongated, rectangular shaped site is bounded by 19" and 20" Streets, NW and E
Street. NW along the south and north borders of the park. The National Park Service
manages the parcel of open space. The space is west of and matches the geometry of U.S.

Reservation 13, Rawlins Park (1.44 acres).

Situated in a view corridor that extends between the John F. Kennedy Center for the
Performing Arts and the Grounds of the White House along the length of E Street and the
New York Avenue, NW. the site has significant commemorative potential.

The site is located between the buildings that are occupied by the Office of Personnel
Management and the American Red Cross. Across the street, and within view are the
State Department, the Department of the Interior, and the General Services
Administration. The location of the site offers the potential for visitation by office
workers. George Washington University is situated to the north of the site.

The site slopes from east to west and from north to south. The opportunity exits to level
the grade by creating a raised terrace by constructing a wall on the south and west lines of
the parcel. Similarly, the grade could be leveled by excavation and constructing retaining
walls to the north and east. On analysis, the site would benefit from substantial
engineering amendments (structures) to accommodate a commemorative work that could

comfortably influence the nature of the site.

WMATA facilities at the Foggy Bottom Station and Farragut West Station are located
approximately four blocks distant from the site. West Potomac Park, the Lincoln
Memorial and Constitution Gardens are located 3 blocks from the site. Metered street

parking and commercial, garage parking spaces are available in the vicinity of the site.

The park is currently known as Walt Whitman Park a title that was assigned by the
Department of the Interior. A temporary, playground that was developed and is utilized
by a day care program occupies the eastern quarter of this site. The remainder of the site
is an open, turf area that is surrounded by a formal, border planting of street trees.

The site is a prominent one, and could well serve some commemorative purpose and
provide a space for an urban design feature in the future. However, in the opinion of the
Foundation, the site lacks any recognizable nexus to disabled veterans issues, and is
remote to those who may consider and implement issues that relate to military service.
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Location:
No. 57 - On the Potomac River at the foot of Wisconsin Avenue, NW

Site Description Summary:

This site borders the Potomac River and is framed by the elevated Whitehurst Freeway
and K Street corridor that forms the southern edge of Georgetown. The base of
Wisconsin Avenue. NW, between K Street and the Potomac is viewed as a potential
memorial site in the Georgetown Waterfront Park plan. The base of Wisconsin Avenue is
to remain open in the plan, so commemorative elements at this site would need to be low

to preserve the view to the Potomac River.

The site is a prominent one, and could well serve some commemorative purpose and
provide a space for an urban design feature in the future. However, in the opinion of the
Foundation, the site lacks any recognizable nexus to disabled veterans issues, and is
remote to those who may consider and implement issues that relate to military service.

Metrobus service is available 2 blocks away; however, the closest metrorail station is the
Foggy Bottom Station nearly 8 blocks away.






Location:
No. 44 - Edward Murrow Park (18"-19" St) or James Monroe Park (20"-21% St)

Site Description Summary:

This triangular shaped site is bounded by 21st Street, H Street, Pennsylvania Avenue, NW.
The National Park Service manages the parcel of open space, U.S. Reservation 28. The
space is approximately .40 acres in size and matches a similar park space, U.S.
Reservation 29, located to the north, across Pennsylvania Avenue, NW.

Situated in a corridor that extends between Georgetown and the Grounds of the White
House along the length of Pennsylvania Avenue the site has significant commemorative
potential. However, the site is located between the several commercial office buildings in
a business section of Washington, DC. The location of the site offers the potential for
visitation by office workers. George Washington University is situated to the north of the

site.

The site slopes from east to west and from north to south. The opportunity exits to level
the grade by creating a raised terrace by constructing a wall on the south and west lines of
the parcel. Similarly, the grade could be leveled by excavation and constructing retaining
walls to the north and east. On analysis, the site would benefit from substantial
engineering amendments (structures) to accommodate a commemorative work that could

comfortably influence the nature of the site.

WMATA facilities at the Farragut West Station are located approximately two blocks
distant from the site. West Potomac Park. the Lincoln Memorial and Constitution
Gardens are located 7 blocks from the site. Metered street parking and commercial,
garage parking spaces are available in the vicinity of the site.

The site is a prominent one, and could well serve some commemorative purpose and
provide a space for an urban design feature in the future. However, in the opinion of the
Foundation, the site lacks any recognizable nexus to disabled veterans issues, and is
remote to those who may consider and implement issues that relate to military service.
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Location:
No. 46 - In Rock Creek Park between M Street and Pennsylvania Avenue, NW

Site Description Summary:

This potential .5 acre site is located at the west end of Foggy Bottom and borders the
Rock Creek and Potomac River Parkway. This open space area is managed by the
National Park Service as a turf and natural area. The site slopes gently, approximately
150 feet away from 26" Street, NW, before the grade drops sharply to form the east bank
of Rock Creek. The site is bordered by street trees on 26" Street and Pennsylvania
Avenue, and by natural vegetation (west) and M Street on the north.

Although the space is bordered by commercial office buildings, the parkway, and two
traffic corridors (M Street, and Pennsylvania Avenue), the space is situated such that it is
quiet, thereby offering design opportunities for contemplation, or for greater activity.

The site is a prominent one, and could well serve some commemorative purpose and
provide a space for an urban design feature in the future. However, in the opinion of the
Foundation, the site lacks any recognizable nexus to disabled veterans issues, and is
remote to those who may consider and implement issues that relate to military service.

Metrorail service is 3 blocks away at the Foggy Bottom Station, and metrobus access is
adjacent to the site.

Location:

No. 27 - East Potomac Park on Washington Channel

No. 32 - Northeast corner of Maryland and Constitution Avenues, NE

No. 42 - East Side of Washington Channel at Water Street

4. Recommended Site for the American Veterans
Disabled for Life Memorial

In keeping with the Commemorative Works Act, the recommended site for the American
Veterans Disabled for Life Memorial is in Area II, site no. 26, Washington Avenue at 2™
Street, SW.

Its proximity to the U. S. Capitol building is fitting for a memorial to Disabled Veterans’
as it is the Congress which has the sole and solemn power to declare war and commit our

troops to action.

This site does not encroach upon any other existing commemorative work. It protects and
in fact will enhance this open space and will allow for maximum public use.

SECTION 1. MEMORIAL TO HONOR DISABLED VETERANS OF THE
UNITED STATES ARMED SERVICES

(A) Memorial Authorized. - The Disabled Veterans’ LIFE Memorial Foundation is
authorized to establish a memorial on Federal land in the District of Columbia or its
environs to honor veterans who became disabled while serving in the Armed Services
of the United States.

(B) Compliance with Standards For Commemorative Works. - The establishment of the
memorial shall be in accordance with the Commemorative Works Act (40 U.S.C. 1001
et seq.).

(C) Payment of Expenses. - The Disabled Veterans’ LIFE Memorial Foundation shall be
solely responsible for acceptance of contributions for, and payment of the expenses of,
the establishment of the memorial. No Federal funds may be used to pay any expenses
of the establishment of the memorial.

(D) Deposit of Excess Funds. - If, upon payment of all expenses of the establishment of
the memorial (including the maintenance and preservation amount required under
section 8(b) of the Commemorative Works Act (40 U.S.C. 1008(b)), or upon
expiration of the authority for the memorial under section 10(b) of such Act (40
U.S.C. 1010(b)), there remains a balance of funds received for the establishment of the
memorial, the Disabled Veterans’ LIFE Memorial Foundation shall transmit the
amount of the balance to the Secretary of the Treasury for deposit in the account
provided for in section 8(b)(1) of such Act (40 U.S.C. 1008(b)(1)).

() Any legislative authority for a commemorative work shall expire at the end of the seven.
year period beginning on the date of the enactment of such suthority, unless the Secretary or

Administrator (as appropriate) has issued a construction permit for the commemorative work
during that period.

(c) Upon completion of any commemorative work within the District of Columbia and its

environs, the Secretary or Administrator (as appropriate) shall assume résponsibility for the
ma:ntenance of such work.

() This Act shall not apply to commemorative works authorized by a law enacted before the
commencement of the Ninety-ninth Congress.
